One of the positive and negative aspects of Faith & Finances is for participants to develop a spending plan after 

tracking income and expenses for a month. Having the plan is necessary for positive change, but developing the 

plan and seeing it on paper for the first time can be depressing for some. Jane and Deb recently had this experi-

ence in our current session. One of them finds themselves short $700 per 

month and the other $1100 per month.  

The issue is a lack of income for both, but the circumstances are different. 

Jane is on disability, unable to work and is also caring for an ailing parent. 

Deb is unemployed and is currently seeking employment with a number of 

good prospects.  

Through Faith & Finances the church is able to work alongside each par-

ticipant in a more relational way so we can discover the unique circum-

stances of each person. We are then able to help them develop an individ-

ualized plan to overcome.  

While each of these women need different solutions, they both need a 

common hope provided by the Church. Each of these women’s “Allies” (coaches) from 2 different churches are 

making an impact in these women’s lives as they provide practical input, accountability and encouragement. 

These women, while struggling, have found new friendships and new hope through Christ’s Church.
